REACH (Reading Enriches All Children) supports the literacy needs of homeless and at-risk
children living in shelters throughout the South Hampton Roads community in Virginia.

REACH was founded in 1998 by Kristin Hildum, an educator who wanted to bring the power of
reading and sharing stories to our community's most fragile citizens, homeless children. What
began as a single shelter story time program has grown to include twelve shelters for families
battling homelessness and domestic violence. Our approach involves a lively story time called a
READ ALOUD and a supporting activity - led exclusively by volunteers. At the end of each
session, every child receives brand new books to begin their own home library. When a new
child comes to their first READ ALOUD, they take away a bag filled with school and art
supplies.

REACH is led by volunteers who share their love of books with an individual commitment of
one night a month, for one hour. Each week at twelve area shelters, children share stories with
volunteers during the REACH READ ALOUD. The READ ALOUD is provided by a team of 4-
6 volunteers, so no one is ever on their own and everyone is always trained. To be a part of this
important program by volunteering with kids who appreciate your time and attention, contact
Rasheedah McCray, Volunteer Coordinator, directly at volunteer@reachreads.org for training
dates and further information.

In addition to our shelter READ ALOUD program, REACH is a major provider of free books to
at risk children through our Growing Readers program. Books are available in the REACH
Resource Center for educators, social workers, home-schooling families, health care facilities for
families, and anyone who wishes to provide access to books to children in need.

Through partnerships with schools, child care centers, The Children's Museum, social services
sites, and many others, we give away over 19,000 books each year. Teachers and others who
work with children are urged to contact us to set up a time to make book selections at our office.
Access to books in the home is critical to long term literacy and learning to love books!

On Feb. 11, 2005, the children moved into an 88,000-
square-foot, state-of-the-art facility— one of a few buildings of its kind nationwide designed and
built exclusively for providing quality care in a home-like environment for children with severe
disabilities.

A strong emphasis is placed on the children's need to provide a safe and stable environment as
well as to establish a strong connection with the schools and educational system. Every effort is
made to transition the families into housing that is located in the child's current school district to
avoid even more of a disruption in their lives.

The Social Services Division aids citizens in meeting their fundamental needs during times of
temporary economic and social crisis, to protect our children and vulnerable adults from abuse
and neglect, to administer a range of services to help maintain families in the least restrictive and
intrusive manner possible, and to assist in preparing citizens to find and retain employment.

Child Protective Services:
When a local department of social services receives a report of suspected child abuse or neglect,
the agency must decide whether the report meets the legal definition of child abuse or neglect.
Under the law, an abused or neglected child is any child under 18 whose parent, or other person
responsible for the care of the child:
e causes, or threatens to cause, a physical or mental injury except for an accident
« fails to provide adequate food, clothing, shelter, or medical care
« abandons the child
 fails to provide the kind of supervision necessary for a child's age or level of development
e commits, or allows to be committed, any illegal sexual act involving the child (including
incest, rape, fondling, indecent exposure, prostitution) or allows the child to be used in
any sexually explicit visual material
